Through the interest from the Corman Endowment, the Conference has supported missions through our churches. There were grant categories that added support for mission work a church was already doing and for new missions that a church may want to begin. 

By the end of 2010, with interest income at the lowest in decades and using accumulated reserves, there were insufficient funds for the usual grant program. The Mission Grants team recommended to the Board of Directors that a portion of the accumulated fund in NIN (Neighbors in Need) be used in 2011. This would reduce the amount available to mission projects but continue the support.
